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The use of a firearm can turn domestic violence
into domestic homicide. In nearly three-fourths
of all murder-suicides, an intimate partner of

the shooter is among the victims.
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Victims and children of domestic violence carry a higher
lifetime risk of suicide than the general population.
Research indicates there is a two to fivefold increase in
suicidal behavior for children exposed to domestic violence.
